A native of Vancouver, British Columbia, Dr. Draxinger has an affinity for the water. He is an 
accomplished swimmer, having competed internationally for Canada from 1986 to 1994, 
including at the 1992 Barcelona Olympic Games. He served as captain of the Canadian team and 
finished 12th in the 200 meter backstroke.
